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four F'’s, describe our recipe
for a “fantastic” night with the youth.
However, in the faith department
we want to see growth in their
relationships with Jesus, our Rescuer
and Leader.

Our youth and their leaders
have began to take a greater interest
in the historical Jesus. The concepts
of following Jesus and sharing Jesus
with others seem less abstract.

These are some of the
adjectives one might use to describe
Paul’s words in 2 Timothy 2:2.

The faithful
people Timothy trains will become
the second generation. Later the
others who Timothy has never met
and may never meet would then
comprise the third generation. Then
it was that third generation’s job to
pass it along to the next generation.
Timothy’s job was to instill in his
converts the importance of training
each generation of disciples to reach
and train the next generation.

When people are asked how
they heard about and came to follow
Jesus, the vast majority say through a
family member or friend. It turns out
that all of us can be followers as well
as leaders all at the same time!

If then people follow us as we
follow Christ, the question that arises
is: “How good of a copy of Jesus
are we?” We asked that question to
the 40 folks who arrived at CRC, to
draw closer to Christ and to prepare
to share the real Jesus with others.

hen vulnerability, and
transparency are met with
love and confidentiality, we trust
that authentic conversations will
follow. These real and deep talks can
transform a group of people into a
solid team, a trusting family.

Here in Honduras, we struggle
to get Christians to take the risk
sharing their hearts with one another.
It can be counter culture in the
extreme! This is one of the reasons
we have developed and are now
using transparency cards and growth
cards across all our ministries and
our discipleship settings. These
wallet sized cards, are covered with
questions and then laminated. The
transparency cards are blue for guys,
and pink for gals. The growth card
come in four colors.

Some questions are common to
more than one card, but there is a
definite progression. New Christians
and spiritual infants receive a green
card. Spiritual children switch to a
yellow card. Christian workers who
are not yet making disciples use the
orange card and spiritual parents
switch to the purple card.

Our most recent card 1s the
prayer wheel card. It takes the
believer through twelve biblical ways
to pray and encourages us to journal
and read the Bible devotionally.



Return to Normal?

Here in Honduras two

years have come and
gone and most public school
children and most of the
public university students are
still studying online at home.
Honduras is rushing into more
debt to pay for vaccines for
little kids so they can return to
school some day just around
the corner. Little kids, that
never really were threatened by
the original virus, must all get two or three doses of the
vaccine before they can be taught in person.
The Honduran news has mostly moved on to other
" P things but the

anchors on some
stations still wear
masks on camera
and pretend to social distance. We still have to wear a
mask to enter formal stores and restaurants until we buy
something to eat or drink. Most places still have the place
to sanitize the soles of your shoes but have long since
stopped filling it with sanitizer. The friendly guard at the
grocery store still waves his thermometer your way, but
he smiles because he knows you have figured out that
it is either broken or has a dead battery. The fancy self
scanning thermometer at McDonald’s will give a passing
temperature to a paper bag, but an ice filled drink cup
received the word “low.” Still, there was no ear splitting
alarm, and no customers are ever made to wait outside.
Complete normalcy on the other hand is still waiting and
may have to wait for another year or more.
